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PE Department

The Physical Education consists of six PE specialists. The
department teaches an exciting, varied and balanced
core PE curriculum across Key Stage 3 and 4. A range of
sports are delivered in line with the National Curriculum
that inspire students to succeed and excel. At GCSE we
follow the AQA syllabus which focuses on the human
body and movement in physical activity and sport as
well as socio-cultural influences and well-being in
physical activity and sport. In Sixth Form we deliver the
OCR Level 3 Cambridge Technical Extended Certificate in
Sport and Physical Activity. This currently comprises: body
systems and the effects of physical activity, sports
coaching and activity leadership, sports organisation
and development, practical skills in sport and physical
activities and sport and exercise psychology.

As a PE department, we achieve outstanding
examination results and therefore seek to recruit an
individual with a genuine passion for raising attainment
in Physical Education, with a focus on enhancing
examination outcomes. The successful candidate will be
committed to developing the knowledge, understanding
and skills of our students, ensuring they are equipped to
achieve their full potential both in their academic
performance and in their wider personal development.

Our students also experience a highly competitive extra
curricular programme, continuing to build on the
success and reputation of the school in different sports.
The students regularly compete locally, regionally and
nationally against other schools. Some of our recent
achievements have included reaching the Ul9 Regional
Netball Finals, the only state school in the U15 National
Vase for Rugby and being Senior Boys Cross Country
Champions, competing for England in the Schools” World
Cross Country Championships in Kenya in May 2024. We
are also looking to recruit someone who can have a
positive impact on extra curricular, ensuring

students continue to thrive and gain valuable
experiences outside of the classroom.

In Year 9-11 students have two lessons of core PE per
week, increasing to five lessons per fortnight at GCSE.
Students in Sixth Form have nine lessons per fortnight
split between two units in both years of study.

Our three feeder middle schools are part of our Learning
Trust. We work hard to ensure the fundamental practical
skills are embedded from Year 7 to help maximise
student progress in PE once students arrive at The King
Edward VI School.

The PE department has a strong collaborative culture
with all of our schemes of work, assessments and lesson
resources shared across the department. We are all
committed to implementing creative, engaging and
innovative lessons that help to maximise student
progress, embed core values and foster competitive
sport. We continue to adapt to the demands of AQA
GCSE PE and OCR Level 3 Cambridge Technical in Sport
and Physical Activity as they are an extremely popular
option subject in both Year 10 and Year 12, aiming to grow
further in the future.

The PE department is in a very exciting phase of its
development. We have recently opened our £6.5 million
Sports Hall and will be developing this project further by
welcoming a new 3G floodlit pitch. We have some high
quality outdoor facilities including the 400m athletics
track shared with Morpeth Harriers, however the sports
hall and 3G floodlit pitch will now allow us to consistently
accommodate and further strengthen our highly
ambitious PE curriculum throughout the year. This new
facility will greatly enhance PE provision and will also
contribute towards the provision of excellent sports
facilities for the wider community.
